2) His[Cultured person’s] philosophical opinions will be found as a rule, judged by the standards of the merely educated, to be at once startlingly revolutionary and startlingly reactionary. Thus Mr. Wells, valuable and sincere thinker though he is, will never quite satisfy a cultured taste because he is neither revolutionary enough nor reactionary enough. One always feels that a merely educated man holds his philosophical views as if they were so many pennies in his pocket. They are separate from life. 7) Possibly Leavis is referring to the comical transplantation of English sporting culture to the colony in the 1920s, represented by the starting of an annual rowing regatta in 1927, together with the installation of a golf course and cricket ground. These projects had been funded by a legacy from the eccentric Baron Bliss, who had stipulated that none of it was to be spent on schools. If it is a minority culture one is looking for, a small colony of former slaves ruled and owned by a handful of whites and plagued by poverty and illiteracy is of course a fairly safe place to start looking, and to this extent Leavis was quite consistent in pointing to such an unlikely-sounding source of hope. (Baldick, 186)
